Governor's Incentive Scholarship
Criteria:  

1. GACollege411 account; 

2. Counselor permission to access account;

3. Printed online application for Governor’s incentive Scholarship (available through your account); 

4. PSAT Scores from 10th grade administration;

5. Printed score reports from SAT Online Prep Course to include 3 critical reading quiz scores, 3 critical reading quiz scores, 3 mathematics quiz scores, AND 2 full length SAT practice test scores;

6. 2 years of modern language credit OR 2 years of Latin credit OR enrollment in 1st year course OR 1 year credit and enrollment in 2nd year course; 

7. 3 years of core English credit and enrollment in a 4th core English course (must include American Literature); 

8. 2 years of core Mathematics credit AND current enrollment in or previous credit earned for a 3rd core Mathematics course (courses must include credits for Algebra I and II & Geometry); 

9. 2 years of core Science credit and enrollment in or previous credit earned for a 3rd core Science course (must include credits for Biology AND Chemistry or a physical science course); and, 

10. 2 years of core Social Studies credit, including U.S. History, AND enrollment in or previous credit earned for a 3rd core Social Studies course.

 CHILL, it isn’t as difficult as it sounds!  Students who are college bound have most likely met most of these criteria.

Step One: Carefully read the description of the Governor's Incentive Scholarship and Eligibility Criteria. 

Step Two: If you meet the eligibility requirements, you may apply through your GACollege411.org account. Scholarship vouchers will be disbursed on an availability basis. All eligible students are not guaranteed a voucher. Register early! 

Step Three: Complete your application on GACollege411. You will need your unique GTID number, your counselor's email address and a personal email address to complete your application. If you do not have a personal email address, print your application before submitting. Be sure to complete your application at a computer linked to a printer. 

Step Four: Print a copy of your completed GACollege411 application for your counselor. 

Step Five: Print copies of Score Reports from the SAT Online Prep Course for 3 math quizzes, 3 reading quizzes and 2 full-length SAT practice tests which you have completed and submitted for scoring. 

 Step Six: Meet with you counselor for validation of your eligibility before Dec. 14, 2007. After meeting with you and receiving your Governor's Incentive Scholarship Application and your required Score Reports from SAT Online, your counselor will certify your eligibility for a voucher for one ACT or one SAT exam for use by June 14, 2008, with your principal. The school principal will complete, sign, and submit a roster of eligible students to the Georgia Department of Education. Vouchers will be returned to your principal for distribution to eligible students. You must sign for receipt of your voucher. 

Step Seven: Mail your voucher with registration for the ACT or the SAT. After you receive your exam voucher from your principal you must complete a paper registration for an ACT or SAT exam between January and June of 2008. Enclose your voucher with your paper registration as full payment for one exam. Use only the ACT voucher for the ACT or the SAT voucher for the SAT. Complete the ACT or SAT registration and mail your registration form and your voucher to the address noted on the registration form. 2008 Georgia payment vouchers will not be valid after the June 7, 
2008 test date for the SAT, or the June 14, 2008 test date for the ACT. 
Vouchers will be disbursed on an availability basis. All eligible students are not guaranteed a voucher.
