Inclement Weather Procedures
When inclement weather is forecast, our Operations Department and Transportation Department monitor forecasts from the national weather service, local weather stations, emergency management office, and current weather conditions in Catoosa County.  If school is not cancelled prior to the 11:00 p.m. news, the decision will be made by 6:00 a.m. after roads have been monitored.  As soon as the decision is made, school closings will be published on the Catoosa County Public Schools website (www.catoosa.k12.ga.us), the Catoosa County News website, the Times Free Press website, and Chattanooga television stations.  

If we attend school and weather conditions make it necessary to dismiss early, the dismissal times will be published in the same manner as listed above.  Parents with a current email on the parent portal will also receive one email per family notifying them of the dismissal procedure.  If you would like to be notified through the parent portal, please make sure we have a current email address for your family.

Bus procedures for early dismissal

Buses will pick up elementary school students approximately one hour prior to secondary students.  Elementary students will be taken home, or if roads are impassable, they will be returned to their school.  If roads become impassable while secondary students (middle and high school) are still on the bus, these students will be given three options as follows:  1) Call a parent to pick them up where the bus is stopped; 2) Return to their school to be picked up; or 3) If they are close enough to their home, they may walk home.  You may want to discuss these options prior to more inclement weather so your child is prepared if he/she must make this decision.
